From acclaimed director Sophie Hyde (Good Luck to You, Leo Grande), JIMPA is an uplifting multi-
generational family story starring award-winning favourites Olivia Colman and John Lithgow. Hannah 
(Colman) travels to vibrant Amsterdam with her teen, Frances (Aud Mason-Hyde), to reconnect with 
her politically-engaged, gay father—affectionately known as “Jimpa” (Lithgow).

SENTIMENTAL VALUE (M)           140 Mins              Drama          Norwegian with English subtitles. 
Sisters Nora and Agnes reunite with their estranged father, the charismatic Gustav (Stellan 
Skarsgård), a once renowned director. When Nora turns down a role in what he hopes will be his 
comeback film, she soon discovers he has given her part to an eager young Hollywood star (Elle 
Fanning). Suddenly, the two sisters must navigate their complicated relationship with their father 
and deal with an American star dropped right into the middle of their complex family dynamics.  
 

WUTHERING HEIGHTS (M)           145 Mins              Drama 
A passionate and tumultuous love story set against the backdrop of the Yorkshire moors, exploring 
the intense and destructive relationship between Heathcliff and Catherine Earnshaw.  
 

EPIC: ELVIS PRESLEY IN CONCERT (PG)       100 Mins              Music 
EPiC features long-lost footage from the legendary Las Vegas residency in the 1970s, woven together 
with rare 16mm footage from Elvis on Tour, and precious 8mm from the Graceland archive, plus 
recordings of Elvis telling "his side of the story" rediscovered during Luhrmann's research for “Elvis”.
